Some information from a local resident:

Descendants still around the son went to Canada, one sister in Rodborough.
The old buildings demolished 1960s and council houses built to the right of
Daisy Smith's cottage. Didn't know it was called Perry's Court but there was a
Dickensian little shop where the ex-council house that has been extended is,
kept by an old lady called Mrs. Lewis in 1940's, 1931 census might show

it. She only sold sweets and ginger beer/fizzy pop during the war and went
there for sweets on Gastrells shop's half-day closing.

The red brick house called Rosevilla in The Street, Kingscourt, recently
extended considerably by Hobbs family used to be said that Perrys built it. A
Mr. and Mrs. Perry lived in Kingscourt in the'40s/'50s and he and his brother
had a business along the valley somewhere.
